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Week beginning: Monday 27th January

This week in understanding the world, we will continue exploring the four seasons in the UAE and other parts of the world. 
Our focus will be on summer and the changes in weather from spring to summer. We will emphasise the importance of sun 
safety, including wearing sunscreen and hats, and staying hydrated by drinking plenty of water.

This week in phonics we will be introducing the long /oo/ phoneme and grapheme (written letters). The character Cool Blue 
will help the children to recognise the phoneme in words such as moon, zoom, zoo, and pool. We will also read an 
adaptation of Jack and The Beanstalk to support our learning. It would be great for you to share different versions of the 
story at home to familiarise the children with the characters, plot and setting. Here is a link to one version of the story, and 
Here is another. Talk about the repeated phrases in the story, and encourage your children to practise saying them aloud 
using different voices.

This week in maths we will be exploring shapes and spatial awareness. What do we know about 2D shapes? What shapes 
can we see within shapes? We will use different objects and patterns to explore the shapes we see and how they look. 

This week in Literacy, we are focusing on a poem from Rumble in the Jungle for Talk for Writing and engaging in creative 
activities in Drawing Club inspired by What Would You Do If Your House Was a Zoo?

In Expressive Arts and Design this week we will be introducing the work of Kandinsky. We will be learning the importance of 

colours, learn how to recognize shapes within shapes, and where we can see Kandinsky work in nature.

In PSED we will look at the importance of sun safety. This forms part of our value of Care for this term. We are going to 

discuss how we can care for our bodies when we are in the sun and we are going to use Summer accessories in our role play 

areas.  We will continue to work on different fine motor activities for PD and we are learning more songs and rhymes about 

animals.
