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Week beginning: Monday 12th May

This week we will be discussing different food around the world, focusing on local dishes linking to the 
UAE’s heritage.  What is your favourite food? We will link this with PSED, where we will encourage the 
children to take part in discussions about dinner times in their own homes. We will also engage with non 
fiction reading material like recipes from different cultures.

This week in Expressive Art and Design we will continue learning our model text for Jack and the 
Beanstalk, rehearsing our songs, and creating props for the Summer Concert.

This week introduces the oi grapheme, with the phoneme heard in words such as soil, spoil and boil.  We 
will read a version of the Fairy Tale, The Frog Prince and focus on developing blending and segmenting 
skills in all activities. Our HFWs for the week are: day, away, play, children.

This week in maths, we will be beginning to verbally count beyond 20. Can you begin to see a pattern in 
our counting system? What is happening? We will look at different ways of showing this pattern. Can you 
model the counting pattern at home?

This week in literacy, FS2 are diving back into the story of Cinderella—but with a twist! Through Drawing 
Club, the children will explore rich vocabulary and use their imaginations to innovate the story, creating 
their own magical versions of Cinderella's world through drawing, storytelling, and play.
